Keeping Bulk Items Under the Limit

" Bulk items should be no more than 1000 " Carpet should be cut in strips, no more than 4 feet
pounds or exceed two cubic yards in wide, rolled and tied in bundles no more than 60
volume (about the size of two stoves). pounds per bundle.

Refuse Disposal

M Place all items at the curb no earlier than 6 p.m. the night before collection.

M All items should be placed in front of your home. Placing items in front of another
home, vacant lot, or other property is considered illegal dumping.

M Remove your container(s) from the curb by 9 p.m. on the day of collection.

M Each home is allowed only 1 trash container unless
authorized by the Department of Public Works.

M Trash service is weekly.

M Recycling, bulk waste, and yard waste
collection is every other week. Find
your service information on next
page or sign up for text alerts.

M Yard waste service dates are
April 3 - December 22 (based
on your collection schedule).
Recycling and bulk collection are
offered all year.

M Construction waste is NOT accepted at
the curb.

Packing Yard Waste

" Grass clippings, leaves, and small twigs no more than 2 inch-
es in diameter go in paper yard waste bags or in a personal
container clearly marked yard waste.

"1 Branches and twigs up to 4 feet long and 4 inches in diameter
must be bundled and tied. They should weigh no more than 60
pounds.

© All yard waste should be 6 feet from your trash and recycling
containers.

" Yard waste in plastic bags will not be picked up.
* Yard waste should not be mixed with bulk items.
